Meeting began at 7:00 p.m. a couple of items were added to the agenda, regarding Road Safety
Partnership Support, and Q&A request from a commission member. Amended agenda was approved,
and minutes from April were also approved.

Public comment came during the Krause public hearing asking when Krause original application came in,
the question was answered. Questions then started to go off topic, and meeting was brought back on
track.

The minutes from the April Commission meeting were sent to Blake’s so that they are kept informed of
progress. The Commission also received a road report update concerning Blake’s, as well as any other
impacted parties. Some discussion, and reports were received and filed.

Under New Business, the new scoreboards for the Armada Township Park were discussed, questions
asked about PA being integrated in scoreboards, Gary informed the commission that hadn’t been
discussed or an option. Unanimous vote by Commission to approve scoreboards for the park, as
presented

Also in New Business, discussion regarding Minutes, Motions and Agenda Items, and common courtesy
attached to reading and editing minutes, motions, etc., so as not to take so much time from the
meetings for clarification, etc. Motions are to be made in clear, concise format, properly recorded
before any explanation/discussion starts, also some basic Roberts Rules with regard to previous
minutes.

Discussed the support letter for the Blake’s traffic & road study, possible verbiage changes, motion was
made & supported to table until next meeting. Motion passed.

Q & A took place regarding last commission meeting, prior discussions, changes in procedures due to
covid, a difference of opinion; also a question regarding township emails and passwords for commission
members, and result of that was to contact the clerk’s office for further direction.

Discussion took place on several topics for Planning Commission projects — including Ordinance Updates
and Administrative Site Plan Review, the change in Agribusiness percentage, much discussion on the
tent ordinance, including size, time that tents are up vs. permanent structures, how all is
regulated/inspected, etc.; also discussed small scale entertainment, its definition, capacity levels, as well
as additions to garages & limitations, second homes on properties, etc. More discussion will follow on
these items as we work through updating ordinances.

Public comments acknowledged the work of our Planner, Laura Haw.

Road Report 5/4/21

A virtual meeting between the Twp, SDA & Blakes was held to discuss the traffic
survey proposed by SDA.

Blakes were concerned about what the study will achieve and how long will it be
relevant? Is it just a lot of data used to get grants or will it actually solve the traffic
issues?

They have no plans to add an event hosting facility at this time.

Their first priority is pedestrian safety, then getting cars off the road.

They believe this to be a multi year project and want a partnership with all the
stakeholders from twp, county and state.

SDA stated they could start immediately gathering data from the county and could
have enough info within 3 months for grant application in Oct. They figure about
two years for grants and construction. Their study did not include internal study of
the site but of the surrounding roads.

Blakes believe that other acress and staging areas including 34 mile and a
pedestrian bridge may be best solution. They also don't know how study can be
done without peak season included. They want to partner with the Twp board and
planning comm and think covering 50% of the cost would show the local municipal
commitment. They need the Twp support if this is going to work.

Supervisor said he would go to the board but most felt taxpayers shouldn't pay for
a private commercial business.

Clerk reminded that at last months meeting she mentioned that the traffic
studies were the responzsibility of the applicant.

Planning chair pointed out that the SAA district ordinance mentions traffic studies
as an applicant not Twp requirement.

Both agreed to bring to the board and commission to seek input about a better
working partnership.

Internet Sub-Committee
May 6, 2021

The Internet sub-committee met today to discuss options for other internet service providers.

Main topic of interest was “Starlink”, as that has gotten quite a bit of media attention. Currently, people
can sign up to be a “beta tester”. According to their website, “Starlink is available to a limited number of
users per coverage area at this time. Orders will be fulfilled on a first-come, first-served basis.” There is
a cost associated with signing up, as well as estimated projected costs once they have determined that
you are eligible. Basically, this is telling us that there is a very limited amount of users based on
coverage area. Currently there are estimated to be anywhere from 35K — 60K beta testers across the
country, as far south as Atlanta, GA. The criteria is pretty stringent as to how many people that can be
beta testers per state or coverage area, based on the signal that is coming down from the satellite and
the cell signal that is on the ground. This number of testers equates to about 1500 people/state.

Once they have their maximum capacity of subscribers for a coverage area, they can not & will not
accept more subscribers. People need to be aware that at this stage of Starlink, if chosen to be part of
this, they are “testers” of the system, and there is no guarantee that this “test” will perform the way
that Starlink would like it to, in order to be successful, in whatever their standards for success are going
to be.

We also discussed reaching back out to AT&T, as there is a possibility that they may be able to open
more ports as people are abandoning their landlines. At this time, we don’t know if they are able to
have sufficient number of ports available for this, and if they are willing to take on whatever cost is
assaciated with switching out “electrical panels” so to speak. It's also not even a guarantee that if they
are able to do this, that it will happen in the next few years. '

We're also going to be doing a “boots on the ground” study next week to see if we can find available
access areas for Air Advantage to put their towers in the township, so as to hopefully be able to provide
more customers with internet.

We have not heard anything yet from Comcast as to the status of their grant funding report; although
we are expecting it at any time.

Re: Positive Pressure Fan

ATFD is requesting approval to purchase a Positive Pressure Fan (PPV) for the new W-i fire
truck.

A PPV is a motor driven fan that produces 10,000-15,000 cubic feet-per-minute of air flow. It
works by forcing air into a structure, creating a “higher pressure” inside the structure which
forces the interior air to the “lower pressure” outside the structure through an exit port such as a
door, window or opening in a roof.

The purpose of this fan is to assist with three main uses during firefighting. First, to quickly
remove heat/smoke/toxins prior to initial fire “positive pressure” attack. Second, to ventilate a
structure during fire extinguishment to clear visibility, reduce heat and assist in finding the seat
of fire. And lastly, to clear smoke/toxins/odors during overhaul and following an event.

The PPV requested will be a battery-operated device. It will use Milwaukee 18-volt batteries,
which is consistent with the cordless equipment on our apparatus. The fan can be quickly
converted to AC and ran with household current. It is compact and easily and quickly
deployable.

Currently, we have two gasoline powered PPV fans or our 2 fire engines. Another benefit of the
pattery PPV fan is that we can use it indoors without the concerns of Carbon monoxide.

Spalding DeDecker Associates, Inc. (SDA) is pleased to have the opportunity to provide engineering
services in the form of a traffic study to assess access, circulation, and pedestrian safety around Blake’s
Farms located on Armada Center Road in Armada Township. We offer the following scope of services
and fees for your consideration.

It is our understanding that the current layout of the parking for Blake’s has parking on the north and
south sides of Armada Center Road. At certain periods, there is a large amount of pedestrian traffic
moving across the roadway. There is an existing pedestrian only traffic signal to facilitate movement.
Blake’s is undertaking an expansion and is reconsidering access to their orchard along with the
improvements. A preliminary concept includes the addition of dedicated left turn lanes, converting the
existing two-lane roadway into a three-lane section. Currently left turns into the parking areas stop free
flowing traffic behind them because of the lack of maneuvering space.

SDA will evaluate existing traffic patterns at the orchard, including parking lot distribution, pedestrian
routing, and other vehicle operations. We will offer recommendations including intersection
geometrics, including appropriate vehicle storage for turning vehicles, access points, pedestrian
routing, and other pedestrian safety measures to safely move people from the south parking area to
the main Blake’s Farms complex.

The ultimate goal of this traffic study is to quantify the traffic impacts to produce a recommended cross
section for the improved roadway. Depending on the magnitude of these improvements and potential
impacts to the natural, social, and cultural resources in the area, an Environmental Assessment per the
National Environmental Policy Act may be required if the project intends to use federal funding available
through Michigan Department of Transportation grant programs. However, based upon coordination
with the Macomb County Department of Roads (MCDR), itis unlikely that an Environmental Assessment
will be required. If it is determined that an Environmental Assessment is required, SDA will coordinate
scope and fee for this analysis at that time.

Scope of Services
We propose this scope of services:

Traffic Data Collection

SDA will coordinate with MCDR to obtain a 24 hour volume count along Armada Center Road between
Capac Road and Romeo Plank Road. 24 hour volume vehicle counts are available from SEMCOG dating
back to 2009. These historic counts will be used to create adjustment factors and a historic growth rate.
COVID-19 has impacted traffic and greatly reduced overall traffic volumes. The historic data will be used
to adjust the new counts to account for fluctuations caused by COVID-19.

Traffic Projections

Historic traffic data will be used to determine a growth rate for background traffic for the future build
year. This growth factor will be applied to provide traffic volumes for 2021, the anticipated build out
year for the completion of the expansion, and 2041. Should the improvements need an EA, the 20 year
planning horizon is consistent with requirements for traffic studies used in that manner. As stated
earlier, an EA is not anticipated at this time and is not included within the scope of services.

Trip/ Future Traffic Volume Generation

Working with Blake’s we will begin to quantify the anticipated increased visitor usage with the
expansion which equates to entering vehicles. Traditionally, Institute of Transportation Engineers trip
generationrates are used to quantify trips in and out of new developments. However, due to the unique
nature of Blake’s, there is a lack of data to determine a specific rate. In lieu of a national standard, SDA
will use visitor usage information provided by Blake’s to determine a localized rate to quantify future
traffic volumes.

Trip Distribution The proposed trips for the development scenario will be distributed on the network
based on historical traffic data.

Traffic Analysis

Utilizing Synchro 11 traffic analysis software, which incorporates the use of the Highway Capacity
Manual, traffic will be evaluated for the AM and PM peak hours for 2021 (existing conditions),
anticipated build out year (build and no-build conditions), and 2041 (build conditions).

One focus of the traffic study will be to quantify the anticipated turning queues, specifically for left-
turning vehicles. The anticipated queues will drive the frequency and location of entrances into the
parking area.

The impacts of the existing pedestrian signal will be evaluated along with the potential to update to a
Pedestrian Hybrid Beacon (HAWK). Usage of the signal likely causes queues to back up on the roadway,
knowing the length of these in relation to driveways can also allow us to make more informed decisions
on the location of driveways.

Safety Analysis

A safety (crash) analysis will be prepared by the County. SDA will utilize the data from this analysis to
create a Highway Safety Manual (HSM) predictive analysis to analyze the anticipated safety benefits of
any mitigations proposed for this project. This analysis will utilize existing roadway, traffic, and

pedestrian features, Michigan-specific and nationally recognized adjustments, and the HSM predictive
methodology to provide information regarding the anticipated positive impacts any proposed
pedestrian features may have on safety after implementation.

Traffic Report

A traffic report including methodology, traffic analyses, and any applicable recommendations and
mitigation options (if needed) will be compiled for review and feedback by the Macomb County
Department of Roads, Blake’s, and Armada Township staff.

Review Meetings
One virtual review meeting is included in this fee. Itisintended that this meeting include representatives
from MCDR, Blake’s, Armada Township staff, and SDA.

Schedule

Upon Notice to Proceed, SDA will work with MCDR to obtain traffic volume data collection as soon as
possible. SDA will deliver a draft report for review 9o days after receipt of the traffic data. A review
meeting will be scheduled with stakeholders. Revisions resulting from that meeting will be made within
one week for delivery of the final report.

Fee Summary
We propose to do this work specified in the Scope of Services above for the lump-sum fee of $19,694

(cost does not include development of an EA if required). This includes all listed tasks above and the
one referenced meeting. Should additional meetings be required, they will be invoiced at SDA’s
standard rates.
