The Fire department is requesting to enter into a new lease agreement for an office printer.
The current printer was 60-month lease program that expired last July. The monthly cost varied
between $88 and $95 per month. The current printer is a black and white laser unit and has had
mechanical issues and is falling behind in technology. Also, we are using a separate printer for
color copies that is now inoperable and unrepairable. The new proposed printer will be both
black and white and color, reducing our needs down to one unit.

We received four quotes from three companies. Ricoh provided quotes through MIDEAL State
of Michigan Co-Op pricing. They will also absorb the cost of returning the old unit which will
result in a $300-$500 additional savings.

ATFD is requesting to enter into a 60-month agreement with RICOH under the MIDEAL pricing
for the IM C2500 Color copier/printer/scanner. The price of the unit should average around
$98 per month and payments will be under line item 206-336-727.000

The Planning Commission shall require public streets adjacent or through a
proposed development, when it is necessary for the public health, safety and welfare, and/or provide
continuity to the public road system. In those instances where the Planning Commission determines that
there are an excessive number of curb-cuts in relation to abutting public roads, thereby diminishing the
capacity of the road or creating excessive points of conflict, a reduction in the number of driveways shall
be required.

Findings:

« No new curbs cuts or streets are proposed with the addition of the pet crematorium; the existing
access drive off North Avenue will continue to be utilized

» Mo additional parking is proposed; the existing asphalt parking lot contains 85 parking spaces
(inclucling six (8) barrier free spaces). This number of parking spaces is more than required by
Ordinance today.

Relationship to Surrounding Property.

All site development features shall be arranged to minimize the potential for negatively impacting
surrounding property. In making this determination, the Planning Commission shall review the plan for
negative conditions such as, but not limited to: Channeling excessive traffic onto local residential streets.
The lack of adequate screening of parking or service areas. The impediments to the access of emergency
vehicles.

Findings:

« No traffic will be channeled to local residential streets: the subject site will maintain the existing
access onto North Avenue, which is considered a ‘major road.’

»  While no expansion to the existing footprint of the structures or parking lot are proposed as part of
this project, four (4) evergreen trees are proposed to the east of the accessory building. ltis
recommended that this line of evergreen screening continue to the north and south

= The site plan must detail the species, size, and irrigation method of the proposed evergreens.
» No change to emergency vehicle access is proposed as part of this project.

» No lighting, trash enclosures, or signage is proposed as part of this project.

» No change to the existing architecture / building fagade is proposed as part of this project.

« The site is in compliance with the area, height, and placement standards of the B-2, General
Business District, Section 14.03 (see table at the end of this report for details).

« The application and site plan incorrectly label the site's zoning. The site plan and application
must note the proper zoning district, which is the B-2, General Business District.

» The existing principal structure and accessory building are designated on the recently updated
Master Plan as areas for mixed use, similar to the future land use designations of the adjacent
properties to the north and east.
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» Approval from the Air Quality Division of the Michigan Department of Environment, Great Lakes
and Energy (EGLE) has been provided, stating the pet crematorium operation may start as of
April 14, 2021.

» All engineering approvals and permits are met, as identified by Spalding DeDecker
3. Relationship to Natural Features.

All buildings, driveways, parking lots and site improvements shall be designed to be compatible with the
physical characteristics of the site, including, but not limited to, woodlands, wetlands, slopes, floodplains
and soil suitability. The proposed development shall not have an adverse impact on the natural
environment of the site or the surrounding area.

We have reviewed the revised application for the addition of an animal cremation unit at the Krause Veterinary
Clinic, located at 72025 Morth Avenue We offer the following comments for your consideration:

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY & RECOMMENDATION

The subject property is zoned the B-2, General Business District in which, per Section 13 01. Special Land Uses
in the B-2 District, pet crematoriums are only permitted as a special land use, subject to the additionai use
requirements of Section 16.46: Pet Crematoriums. The existing veterinary facility is considered a principal
permitted use in the B-2 District

Based on the findings in this review, the following motion is recommended for the Planning Commission's
consideration:

I move to recommend approval to the Township Board for the special land use of an accessory pet crematorium
fo the existing Krause Veterinary Clinic at 72025 North Avenue, contingent on site plan approval, and with the
following conditions

a.  That the cremation unit will bs maintained (at @ minimum) on a monthly basis;

b. That any cremains that are not returned to the owners will be mixed with a soil-friendly mix and spread
on the field behind the clinic: and

¢ That additional evergreen landscaping will be added fo the site plan.

SPECIAL LAND USE REVIEW ) _
Per Section 16.01 — Review Standards for Special Land Use, the following principles shall be given consideration
by the Planning Commission, in conjunction with a public hearing, prior to a recommendation to the Township
Board:

1. The proposed special land use shall be of such location, size and character that it will be in
harmony with the appropriate and orterly development of the surrounding neighborhood and/or
vicinity and applicable regulations of the zoning district in which it is to be Jocated.

The proposed pet crematorium will be constructed in an existing pole barn, adjacent to the existing
veterinary clinic No expansion to the footprint of the principal or accessory building is proposed as part
of this application

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The proposed use shall be of a nature that will make vehicular and petlestrian traffic no more
hazardous than is normal for the district involved, taking into consideration vehicular turning
movements in relation to routes of traffic flow, proximity and relationship to intersections,
adequacy of sight distances, location and access of off-street parking and provisions for
pedestrian traffic.

Little to no increase in vehicular and pedestrian traffic is anticipated as the utilization of the pet
crematorium will be handled by onsite veterinarian staff The crematorium will be an additional service
that is offered at the existing veterinary clinic  Based on the existing use, we do not anticipate that
additional parking is necessary. Please find our site plan review letter under separate cover for additional
details on parking

The proposed use shall be designed as to the location, size, intensity, site layout and periods of
operation of any such proposed use to eliminate any possible nuisance emanating therefrom
which might be noxious to the occupants of any other nearby permitted uses, whether by reason
of dust, noise, fumes, vibration, smoke or lights.

Per Section 16 46: Pet Cremaioriums, the proposed use may be permitted as a special land use in the B-
2, General Business District, subject to several use regulations. Section 16.46(A. 1) requires that the
crematorium comply with all state and federal regulations, in addition to the performance standards in
Section 5,05 of the Zoning Ordinance

The applicant has provided a Certificate of Compliance for federal standards of commercial incinerators
and a 2015 Test Report for Particulate, Visible and Carbon Monoxide Emissions. It is important to note
that while the test results depict the same commercial incinerator model proposed here as complying with
EPA standards, the results are from a separate property and dated in 2015. As previously requested, the
applicant has provided correspondence from the Air Quality Division of the Michigan Department of
Environment, Great Lakes and Energy (EGLE), stating the pet crematorium operation may start as of
April 14, 2021.

In an email to the Township, the applicant stated that the cremation unit will be maintained on a monthly
basis and that any cremains that are not returned to the owners will be mixed with a soil-friendly mix and
spread on the field behind the clinic. It is recommended that these two statements be conditions of
special land use approval and so noted in any motion.

The proposed use shall be such that the proposed location and height of buildings or structures
and location, nature and height of walls, fences and landscaping will not interfere with or
discourage the appropriate development and use of adjacent land and buildings or unreasonably
affect their value.

The crematorium will be constructed within the existing accessory pole barn, south of the veterinary clinic;
no expansion to the footprint of the building is proposed. The accessory building is in compliance with the
minimum setbacks required in the B-2 District.

Per Section 16.46(A.2), all vents and other appurtenances accessory to pet crematorium equipment must
be concealed from view of all property lines. As stated by the applicant in an email to the Township, the
outward ventilation will be a 26-inch black carbon steel lined pipe that extends one (1) foot above the
peak of the accessory building roof. With additional screening around the building, it is anticipated that
this visibility will oe limited.
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5. The proposed use shall relate harmoniously with the physical and economic aspects of adjacent
land uses in regards to prevailing shopping habits, convenience of access by prospective
patrons, continuity of development, and need for particular services and facilities in specific areas
of the Township.

The proposed use emerged from customer demand at the host veterinary clinic and will provide a
particular service not available in the immediate area. The expansion of services at the veterinary clinic
represents a continuity of development of this commercially zoned property

6. The proposed use is necessary for the public convenience at the proposed location.

See criteria #5 above: while not a necessity for the public’s convenience at this location, the range of
veterinary services at this facility will be expanded for existing patrons and new customers

7. The proposed use is so designed, located, planned and to be operated that the public health,
safety and welfare will be protected.

As the pet crematorium will be constructed within an existing accessory structure adjacent to the
veterinary clinic, the operation itself will be screened from the public eye. However, the connection
betwsen the veterinary clinic and the pole barn is visible from North Avenue.

Per the pet cremation standards of Section 16.46(A.3), all activity relating to deceased animals must be
handled discreetly and screened from public view to the greatest extent possible, including but not limited
to, animal remains’ delivery and storage. Four (4) evergreen trees are proposed to the east of the
crematorium. Additional landscaping is recommended. as detailed in our corresponding site plan review

8. The proposed use shail not be detrimental or injurious to the neighborhood within which itis to
be located, nor shall such use operate as a deterrent to future land uses permitted within said
zoning district, and shall be in harmony with the general purpose and intent of the Zoning
Ordinance.

Provided additional landscaping is installed, the proposed pet crematorium is not expected to generate a
significant change in the existing function and use of the commercially zoned proparty
